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DISTINGUISHED RECIPIENTS  
OF THE  

PATRIOT MEDAL 
 

The Patriot Medal is the highest award that may be bestowed by a State Society on a Compatriot for 

outstanding service to that Society and to the SAR. One medal may be awarded each year for every 

500 Compatriots, or fraction, thereof, in the State Society. The elongated octagonal silver medal, 

suspended on a cobalt blue ribbon, features the bas relief image of General of the Army Douglas 

MacArthur on the obverse and inscription space on the reverse. It has only been presented in Florida 

since 1964.
