A Note on the Signers of the  
Declaration of Independence

ñ...We mutually pledge to each other our 

Lives, Our Fortunes and Our sacred 

Honor.ò 
  

Fifty-six individuals from each of the original 13 colo-

nies participated in the Second Continental Congress 

and signed the Declaration of Independence.  Pennsyl-

vania sent nine delegates to the congress, followed by 

Virginia with seven and Massachusetts and New Jer-

sey with five.  Connecticut, Maryland, New York, and 

South Carolina each sent four delegates.  Delaware, 

Georgia, New Hampshire, and North Carolina each 

sent three.  Rhode Island, the smallest colony, sent 

only two delegates to Philadelphia. 
  

Nine of the signers were immigrants, two were broth-

ers, two were cousins, and one was an orphan.  The 

average age of a signer was 45.  The oldest delegate 

was Benjamin Franklin of Pennsylvania, who was 70 

when he signed the Declaration. The youngest was 

Thomas Lynch, Jr. of South Carolina, who was 27. 
  

Eighteen of the signers were merchants or business-

men, fourteen were farmers, and four were doctors.   

Forty-two signers had served in their colonial legisla-

tures.  Twenty-two were lawyers - - although William 

Hooper of North Carolina was ñdisbarredò when he 

spoke out against the Crown - - and nine were judges.  

Stephen Hopkins had been Governor of Rhode Island. 
  

Although two others had been clergy previously, John 

Witherspoon of New Jersey was the only active cler-

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tence by Virginia Bailey, a friend and member of the 

Daughters of the American Revolution, and some bu-

reaucratic maneuvering by Eddie Hartnack, of Collier 

County Veterans Services.  

Bailey insisted on Fridayôs ceremony to ñmake it a 

real awardò for Powell. She invited the Golden Gate 

High School Color Guard to open the ceremony. The 

four high school boys carried in rifles, the Florida 

state flag and Old Glory, while Powell stood up as 

straight as his old body would allow, with right hand 

saluting the flag.  

Bailey recounted the honoreeôs story and retired Capt. 

Donald Peacock, now the Collier County Veterans 

Council Treasurer, presented the medal. Powell, 

wearing a sheepish smile and wheeling around his 

oxygen tank, walked up to accept the award and 

posed for a few photos before quietly sitting back 

down.  

Retired Sgt. Maj. Bill Barchers of the Army Special 

Forces was in attendance for the ceremony. Barchers, 

who saw combat in the Gulf War and other ñspecial 

categorical missions,ò called the Purple Heart a 

ñprestigious honor.ò ñIt deserves a level of respect,ò 

said Barchers, who was wearing a number of his own 

medals on his uniform, but no Purple Heart.  

ñEvery medal is an honor,ò he said, ñbut a Purple 

Heart is special.ò Jonathan Artaud, a GoldenGate 

High School senior and Junior ROTC cadet, was one 

of the flag bearers in the ceremony. He said he was 

struck by Powellôs story.  

ñItôs really amazing what he was able to survive,ò 

said Artaud, ñBut itôs also kind of sad he had to wait 

so long to be recognized.ò  

After graduating, Artaud plans to enlist in the Air 

Force, where he hopes to eventually be an engineer, 

but also serve with the same sense of honor as Pow-

ell. He said, ñPeople like him are what make this

Big Cypress Chapter NSDAR 
ceremony for Purple Heart recipient, James Powell

In little more than a week, America will honor its sol-

diers who have died in military service with Memorial 

Day.  On Friday, a handful of local patriots celebrated 

one of the U.S. Navyôs great survivors.  

James Powell, 86, was recognized for his recent acqui-

sition of the Purple Heart medal at a ceremony in 

Naples on Friday hosted by the Big Cypress Chapter 

of the Daughters of the American Revolution. The 

award is given only to veterans wounded in combat ñat 

the hands of the enemy,ò according to the Military Or-

der of the Purple Heart. Powell, a Bonita Springs resi-

dent, was injured in combat in 1942 when his ship was 

sunk by Japanese forces in the Pacific Ocean in World 

War II.  

Historical accounts show that Powell shot down two 

Japanese planes before the ship went under. Hanging 

on to a rescue raft for three days, he survived injuries, 

dehydration and attacks from sharks before he and 

others were rescued.  

Not everyone was so fortunate. Of the 237 on the USS 

Meredith when it was attacked, only 97 survived. Be-

cause documents were lost when the ship sank, be-

cause Powellôs military doctors were not filling out 

paperwork and because the veteran was never one to 

seek recognition, Powell did not receive a well-earned 

Purple Heart for 68 years.  

In April, he finally got the medal in the mail, thanks to 

some pushing from his wife, Catherine, some persis-

gyman to attend - - he wore his pontificals to the ses-

sions.  Almost all were Protestant Christians; Charles 

Carroll of Maryland was the only Roman Catholic 

signer. 
  

Seven of the signers were educated at Harvard, four 

each at Yale and William and Mary, and three at 

Princeton.  John Witherspoon was the president of 

Princeton and George Wythe was a professor at Wil-

liam & Mary, where his students included the author 

of the Declaration of Independence, Thomas Jeffer-

son. 
  

Seventeen of the signers served in the military during 

the American Revolution.  Thomas Nelson was a 

colonel in the Second Virginia Regiment and com-

manded Virginia military forces at the Battle of 

Yorktown.  William Whipple served with the New 

Hampshire militia and was one of the commanding 

officers in the decisive Saratoga campaign. Oliver 

Wolcott led the Connecticut regiments sent for the 

defense of New York and commanded a brigade of 

militia that took part in the defeat of General Bur-

goyne.  Caesar Rodney was a Major General in the 

Delaware militia and John Hancock was the same in 

the Massachusetts militia. 
  

Five of the signer were captured by the British during 

the war.  Captains Edward Rutledge, Thomas Hey-

ward, and Arthur Middleton (South Carolina) were 

all captured at the Battle of Charleston in 1781. 
  

Colonel Thomas McKean of Delaware wrote John 

Adams that he was ñhunted like a fox by the en-

emyðcompelled to remove my family five times in a 

few months, and at last fixed them in a little log 

house on the banks of the Susquehanna...and they 

were soon obliged to move again on account of incur-

sions of the Indians.ò   Abraham Clark of New Jersey 

had two of his sons captured by the British during the 

war.  The son of John Witherspoon, a major in the 

New Jersey Brigade, was killed at the Battle of Ger-

mantown. 
  

Eleven signers had their homes and property de-

stroyed.  Francis Lewisô New York home was de-

(Continued from page 1) stroyed and his wife was taken prisoner.  John Hartôs 

farm and mills were destroyed when the British in-

vaded New Jersey and he died while fleeing capture.  

Carter Braxton and Thomas Nelson (both of Virginia) 

lent large sums of their personal fortunes to support 

the war effort; but were never repaid. 
  

Fifteen of the signers participated in their statesô con-

stitutional conventions, and six --  Roger Sherman, 

Robert Morris, Benjamin Franklin, George Clymer, 

James Wilson, and George Reed - - signed the United 

States Constitution.  Elbridge Gerry of Massachusetts 

attended the federal convention and, though he later 

supported the document, refused to sign the Constitu-

tion. 
 

After the Revolution, 13 of the signers went on to be-

come governors, and 18 served in their state legisla-

tures.  Sixteen became state and federal judges.  

Seven became members of the United States House 

of Representatives, and six became United State 

Senators.  James Wilson and Samuel Chase became 

Justices of the United State Supreme Court.  
 

Thomas Jefferson, John Adams, and Elbridge Gerry 

each became Vice Presidents, and John Adams and 

Thomas Jefferson became Presidents.  The sons of 

signers John Adams and Benjamin Harrison also be-

came Presidents. 
 

Five signers played major roles in the establishment 

of colleges and universities: Benjamin Franklin and 

the University of Pennsylvania; Thomas Jefferson 

and the University of Virginia; Benjamin Rush and 

Dickinson College; Lewis Morris and New York Uni-

versity; and George Walton and the University of 

Georgia. 
 

John Adams, Thomas Jefferson, and Charles Carroll 

were the longest surviving signers. Adams and Jeffer-

son both died on July 4, 1826, the 50th anniversary of 

the Declaration of Independence.  Charles Carroll of 

Maryland was the last signer to die -- in 1832 at the 

age of 95.
